1. Was a time of relative prosperity with distant but gathering clouds
2. Was a time of personal piety accompanied with social complacency
«  People went to pray at the temple daily
o They seemed delighted to learn about God
o They humbled themselves and fasted

1.  Oppression
2. Poverty
3. Ignorance
4. Disease
5. Spiritual darkness
